Outdoor cooking

Allowed in permanently constructed fire pit 
with spark arrestor or commercial cooking 

device at least 15 feet from any structure on a 
non-combustible surface, using dry untreated 
wood or charcoal with fuel load of less than 3 
feet in diameter and less than 2 feet high and 

has a permit issued by  
Black Forest Fire Rescue. 

 

Allowed if the fire is 
contained within gas 
fueled (LPG or CNG) 

appliance on a  
non-combustible surface  

Outdoor fire at residence 
(recreational fire pits or 

Fireplaces) 
Not Allowed 

 
Allowed in permanently constructed fire pit or 

commercial fire device with spark arrestor, 
with an area of 10 feet or more cleared of 

combustible materials at least 25 feet from any 
structure, using dry untreated wood with fuel 
load of less than 3 feet in diameter and less 
than 2 feet high and has a permit issued by 

Black Forest Fire Rescue. 
 

Allowed if fire is natural 
gas and Propane fueled 

and is on a non-
combustible surface

(Short-Term Lodging 

Facilities)
